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Tests of one-size panty hose
find snags, bags a setback

OTTAWA (CP) — Panty-
hose snags and bags are a
feature of most of the 16
brands of one-size pantyhose
tested by the Consumers’ Ass
sociation of Canada.

Only one brand—L'Eggs—
lived up to its claim of fitting

all figure sizes comfortably,
the association reported yes-
terday.

However, the brand didn't
rale highly for touch and ap-
pearance in the wear trials.

Cheaper brands will per-
form favorably on certain fig-

ure types, CAC says. Found
acceptable for medium and
large figure types were Whis-
per, Simpsons-Scars, Petite
Belle, Young Flair and May-
belle in that order.

Women with long legs won't
go far wrong with Sccret,
Fair Set and Zellers, while
women with short legs can
comfortably wear Bonimart
and The Very Thing.

Even, Chorine, Loblaws and
Jewel were considered poorer
in fit and comfort while Mirae
cle Mart brand was found to

. be unacceptable for all sizes.
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
